2.—(1) The Bye-Laws made in respect of Motor Hackney Carriages standing or plying for hire 
by the Urban District Council of Newry on 8th April 1968 and confirmed by the Ministry of Home 
Affairs on 25th April 1968(e) shall be amended in accordance with paragraph (2).
