Tre husband being addebted in sums of money, and the creditors, for pay-
-ment thereof, arrested his wife’s jewels, the Lorps inclined to sustain the
‘arrestment, -albeit the wife alleged that they were her own proper orma-
‘ments, and -pertained not to her husband, nor would came under his testa-
ment ; because the Lords theught her clothes were proper to herself, but that
-she could not have superfluous jewels, and her busband’s creditors want their
just debt. ‘Thereafter, upon the 27th June, the most part of the Lorps found,
‘that the wife’s jewels and ornaments .could not- be arrested nor poinded for her
‘husband’s débt, but were properly her own, and pertained no way to the hus-
‘band. The clerk of register alleged the Chapter of the Majesty to this pur-
-pose, and a practick of —— Boyds, and another of one Dempster. Jungland,
Fostersalt, and many others, were of the like opinion ; albeit some of the best
-maintained the contrary frustra.
