EXPLANATORY NOTE

These Regulations amend the Education (School lag)dfscotland) Regulations 2009 so as to
prescribe universal credit (payable under Part theWelfare Reform Act 2012) for the purposes
of paragraphs (a)(iv) and (b)(iii) of section 53¢(8)the Education (Scotland) Act 1980. The effect
is that where a pupil is, or the pupil's parents, an receipt of universal credit and the pupil is
receiving school lunches, the education authoriigtmot charge for the lunches.
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
