£67.38 relating to petrol and food expenses arising from a training day (Senior
Architectural Systems).

Mr Ahtom’s claim for unauthorised deductions from wages (pay and unpaid
expenses) succeeds and he is awarded:

21 £728.87 (gross) in relation to his overtime pay for the weeks commencing
2,9 and 16 December 2019; and

2.2 £359.19 (gross) in relation to three days’ accrued holiday pay for 1, 2 and 3
January 2020.
