Gag and Electric Light Works.

659. Nothing in this Act contained shall in
any way affect or take away any right or privilege
vested in the Winnipeg Electric Railway Company
under any by-law or contract with the City of St.
Boniface or 1ts Act of 1Incorporation, but this
section shall not affect the City's rights as to
electric street lighting and the lighting of civic
bulldings and public places.
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Street Railway Assessgment.

739. (1) In every case of construction or
renewal of any kind of pavement upon any of ths
streets or portions of streets occupied by the
Winnipeg Electric Railway Company, or on any parts
of same, the said company shall have the option of
cons truc ting their portion of any such pavement,
proceeding with such conatruction at the same time
as the city's portion is consiructed; provided
always that such work shall be of the same character
and quality as that done by the city; or, at the
company's request, +the city shall construct the




same, and 1in every case the clty shall assess the
annual rate, covering interest and sinking fund
upon the said company for the cost thereof, the rate
of intereat upon debt and upon investment of sink-
ing fund to be the same as charged and allowed ¢to
frontage owners and extending over a like period
ag that upon which the assessment upon the adjacent
properties is adjusted, with full power to the city
to raise such sum by the 1ssue of debentures and
to collect the same in manner provided under this
Act for the construction of improvements.

(2) The above sub-gsection,however, shall
not have the effect of compelling the company to
build or pay for any pavement which the company is
not liable to build or pay for, nor shall anything
herein contained relsase or relieve the compan
from its liability as at present exist ing (if any
or any future liability under any contract or
gtatute now in force, or which may hereafter bes in
force, as to construction or paying for pavements;
