Iy Department has recently received a complaint from the
Bundesirztekammer in Vest Germany that a letter, besring the address of
your nursing home and aprarently bearing your signature hes been
circulated to certain doctors in VYest Germany. The letter advertises
the treatmont and facilities afforded to patients at your nuresing home,.
The Dundesarziekammer consider that since advertising by a doctor in
Vest Germany would constitute a breach of medical ethics, as a ratter
of principle foreign doctors should also refrain from advertising
within the Federal Rerpublic.

They object to the torms of your letter in particular because they
consider that it could encourage Vest German doctors to send patients
to Fngland for operations which might be illegel in their. own country.

I consider that, insofar as this compleint relates simply to advertisi
it involves a question of professional conduct and os ocuch is a ratter
for +the Cencranl liedical. Council, A copy of the letter received fronm
the Bundesarzlekammer has accordingly been Torwarded to them. I am,
however, gravely concerned that your letter sheuld represent Favkhom
Fanor ag having received my approval under Section 1(3) of the Abortio
fet 1967, when, as you are well aware, this is not the case.

Turtherrore, the numbers of foreign women vho are 2lready coming to
this country solely for the purpose of secking aborilion are a source

of considerable public concern, and I deprecate most stronsly the
circulation of a letter which I conzider to be tantamount to an
invitation to Vest German doctors to send patients to your nursing home.
for treatment for termination.of prepmancy in circumstances vhere, os
the Fundesarziekarmer have pointed out,the operation might be illerol
in Vest Cermany. I, consider also that one result of such an invitation
to foreign natiorals to take advantage of the laws of this country to
evade the laws of their own night be to offend public opinion in Vest
Germany and thus be detrimental to relations between this country and
the Federal Republic,

In view of the above I am doubitful whether I should approve your nursin
home under the Abortion Act. IHowever, before taking a final decision,
I shall consider any observations you may wish to make,

Dear Mr. Crossman,

I am in receipt of your letter, the contents of which gave me a
severe shock. In view of your action, I cannot comment on this as it
is presumably subjudice except to say that I am very sorry. I must
add, with respect, that a lot of trouble might have been avoided had
it not taken eight months to elicit a reply from a silent and
apparently hostile ministry.

The Act officially made abortion legal in this country, but
one wonders, just how legal; in practice, Authority appears to regard
it as near criminal at best, the effects of which attitude have
penetrated to at least some sections of the public (Observer, Jan. 11th,
The Times, Febr. 5th.). On the other hand, those affected regard it
as abortion on demand: I am sure that nobody at the Ministry or in
Parliament realises that 40 % of new paticnts presenting at a
gynaecological clinic are demanding an abortion, all with equally
good, or bad, reasons. I checked the figures at one hospital where
three Consultants work and found that in one quarter of last year there
were 67 major operations and 54 terminations. No provision has been
made for this and it is fatuous to say that this makes no difference
to the waiting list. You have not heard the proper indignation of a
woman who has waited 6 months for a bed for an operation which may
give her a chance to have a much wanted baby only to find that her
neighbours (in hospital) have come in at a week's notice to have their
(annual) abortion.

I am one of a small minority of National Health Consultants who
have any professional contact outside their own hospital group; I
correspond with doctors in half a dozen countries besides several
states in the U.S.A. I am invited to international conferences (I am
reading a paper at one in April). I was at a Buropean congress last
autunn where there were many German doctors: those I spoke to were
sympathetic and felt that their laws in this respect should and probably
would be liberalised. Three years ago 1 spent a year in an under
developed country at a cost to myself of over £ 10,000, so am unlikely
deliberately to provoke intermational friction. There are many abuses
resulting from the Act more calculated to upset international goodwill,
not the least of which is the Mafia like activities with which foreign
women are intimidated at London's terminals, regardless of the purpose
of their visit;. there are very few countries where this would be tolerated.

With regard to Fawkham Manor, I presume you have seen the papers;
there is not much I can add and in any case it is probably too late. I
cannot expect you to appreciate the sense of achievement one derives from
creationg, expecially if it invelves sacrifice. Ever since I returned from

abroad, 1 have given up everything, leisure, luxuries, social
life etc. for this. I obtained a large mortgage for which, thanks
to the economic situation of the country, I have to pay an astronomical
rate of interest. I have done about half of the conversion work with

wy own hands. 3 galhered an experienced staff, some of which have left
for ilack of wovk; those remaining do so out of personal loyalty to me,
but it is problemabical bow much longer, 1 can afford to pay them. There
is a fomily atmosphere which all patients have appreciated., The result
is good and I am not ashamed to qhow it to anyone, even yourself.

What scems not Hto have been realised is that this is a general
acute nursing home with a bias towards obstetrics and gynaecology. At
first I envisaged about 50 % of the beds for maternity with
sprinkling of abortions. Now, as a result of the Act, the ratio is
reversed; a crude method of birth control for an allegedly advanced
country, which I do not like but one has to face the facts. It also
means, unfortunately, that the place is not viable without abortions,
at any rate in the immediate future and I caunot afford to subsidise
it any more.

At least patients who come here are received as human beings
aud their problems sympathetically respected, instead of the conveyor
belt treatment at some London clinics which remind me of prewar Soviet
Russia,

Apavt from personal considerations, it would be sad if all this
were Lo be liquidated. We offer patients comfort, safety and sympathy
with expert nursing and medical supervision but it seems that this is
not what is required,

1970,

T am natnrally wost concerned and distressed that
any act of mine might raise the anestion of whether T hove
committed seriovs vrofessional miscorndvet and if I have in
any way contravened tihe ethical vules of my profession I
would li%e tn say to the President and the Penal Cases
Committee at once thot I did so inadvertenfly-and vnvittinely

and to terder my sincere apolopies,

I am Consultant Obstetrician and Gyneccolorist to the
Darentlt & Stone and the Davtford and Medway ond Grovesend
Grouns of loanitals and I carry on »rivate practice at the
ahove address. TFewlham Manor Mursing Home has heen owned
and orerated by me for the nast ten years, Tt has 2h beds,
IJn ahout 1967, I decided to uprrade the mmrsing home to

enable it to ta%e acute surrical cases and in particular




gynaccological and moternity cases. T installed an eneratine
theatre and other appropriate facilities. The conversion was
comnleted early in 1969 and +he home was then licenand for

surgery and maternity.

By this time the vattern hrd changed: the demand for mater-
nity heds had dronred and there was a ranidly srowing demand
for termination of »resnancy and so in Jvne 1969, T anplied for
arproval of the mursing home mnder section S.1 (3) of the
Aboxtion Act 1070, The nmrsing home wns certainly eqmral to
other mursine~ homes with which I am familiar in terms of
equipnent, facilities and st~ffins and I have to admit that
I agsumed that anrroval was a formality only. It was not until
nine months later that I was notified that anrroval was refused
and it was made clear that my application had been rejected,
not becanse of any inadeqnacy in the nursing home, but simply
on account of the Jetter which I had written to doctors in

Germany, which is the subject of thikx explanation.

The letter in question was printed and sent by me to
about 70 or 80 gynaecologists in Germany. This was done on the
advice of a number of such doctors in Germany, My wife is of
German nationality and I had occasion to meet many German
doctors on family visits. In Qctober 10589 T attended a medical
conference in Yugoslavia and agein met a mmber of German
doctors. The question of abortion was naturally discussed eos
there was a good deal of interest in the recent chences in the
Fnglish }aw on the subjcet, I mentioned my nlans for Fawkham

Manor and several of the doctors sungested that I notify doctors



in Germany Likely 40 he consulted hy natiends rernirin~
termination of »remmamey, as this would he of aesistonee

to them, When J returned tn Fnslsnd, my letter was accordingly
composed, transliated and rrinted epnd ecornies were sent as I

have said, 4o 70 or 80 doctors,

It did rot odenr to mn far a morment that in sending
this letter, I was doine anythin~ vrono, or nnethicol, T
was aware that it is mermissible for nursine homes to be
advertised in medical journals and that there is no ohjection
to the names of the nronrietors heing civen, even if they ave
medically cualified. T had in mind also th~t a consultant
starting rroctice in a mew sneciality or in a new area 1is
permitted to notify annronrinte »rofessional collearves,
I did not therefore consider that my action in writing
exclusively to professional colleasuns covld he called in

question, That it has heen demonstrates that I micht bave

bheen wrong,

I was certainly wrong in stating that the nursins home
was re~istered mnder the Ahortion Aet, This arnce hecaunse
I was contident that ammroval wovld be given during the
period in which the letter was heine nrinted and I very much
regret that this occurred. I also realise now that the wording
of my Jetter was unwise in the sense that it refers to me:
nersonally, I.think I was justified in referrineg to the
mrsing home in atbractive terms but I acecent that the
reference to the treestment of patients uvnder my direcetion and

the requést that my address he miven te rossible patients are

open to cxiticism,

I can only say that T wrote the letter in all
innncence, without thinking it recessary to «eek advice,
and nat thinking thet T was rmilty of any immronriety,

I trmest thot the Committee will fird it rossible to accert
this exnlanation and it is nerhars unnecessary for me to
give my assurance that no similar letter or corrmmmication

of sny sort will be sent to anyone.

Finally, it is perhars not irrelevant tn poaint ovi
thet as a result of sendins this letter, I have already
suflered serious financial loss hecaunse it has resmlted
in the licensing of the nursing home under the Abortion

Act heing rejected,
