WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, bdiregtraffic authority for the A3 Trunk Road
and connecting roads, is satisfied that trafficusthde restricted and prohibited on lengths of that
road and prohibited on some of those connectindsrbacause works are proposed to be executed
thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exercikehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A3 Trunk Road (M@sction 10 — Hammer Lane Junction)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traffi©yder 2013 and shall come into force on 1st
August 2013 and shall apply for a period of tweatvenths.

2. In this Order:

“the trunk road” means the A3 Trunk Road in the @gwf Surrey;

“the length of trunk road” means both carriagewafythe trunk road between its junction with
the M25 at Junction 10 and its junction with Hamro@ne, northwest of Haslemere;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway, intendedtlier waiting of vehicles, bounded partly
by a road marking on the outer edge of that caenay complying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations ande@@rDirections 2002);

“an A3 lay-by” means —

0] any lay-by in the northbound carriageway of thenk road between its junction
with Hammer Lane northwest of Haslemere and itgtjon with the M25 at
Junction 10, or

(i) any lay-by in the southbound carriageway d# thunk road between its junction
with the M25 at Junction 10 and its junction witarhimer Lane, northwest of
Haslemere;

“works” means essential carriageway repairs andssbciated work on the trunk road; and
“a works period” means a period of 8 hours staraw@200 hours on Thursday 1st August
2013 or on any subsequent day until Thursday 3Mgt2D14.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, cause
or permit any vehicle —

(a) to enter or proceed in, or wait on, an A3 lay-hby; o
(b) to enter or proceed in a slip road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, drive
any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding —

(&) 10 miles per hour on the length of trunk roddlevtraffic signs of a character authorised
under section 64 of the Road Traffic Regulation A@84 indicating “convoy working”
on that length of road are displayed; or

(b) 40 miles per hour on the length of trunk roddlevthe traffic signs specified in paragraph
(a) of this article in relation to that length ofud are not displayed.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 13y

6. Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) avehicle being used in connection with the saidks/0
(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulance, fird egscue authority or traffic officer
purposes;
(c) anything done at the direction of, or with the pesion of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or
(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenance pagpp

and nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aielehbeing used for police, ambulance or fire and
rescue authority purposes and to vehicles fallinthiv regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin&egulations 201&8) when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation
