WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, behe traffic authority for the A38 Trunk
Road (“the A38"), is satisfied that traffic on lehg of that road near Dobwalls in Cornwall should

be restricted and prohibited because of the likelihof danger to the public where ice builds up
on the road surface:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(b) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198 (hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A38 Trunk Road (ls Bypass, Cornwall) (Temporary

Restriction and Prohibition of Traffic) (Number @yder 2013 and shall come into force on 2nd
November 2013.

2. In this Order —

“the first length of the A38” means both carriaggwaf the A38 between the eastern edge of
Twelvewoods Roundabout and a point 800 metres efashe tip of the nosing of the
westbound entry slip road at the Western Intercbahigkeard;

“the second length of the A38” means the eastbaandageway of the A38 near Dobwalls

from the eastern edge of Twelvewoods Roundabotltedip of the nosing of the eastbound
entry slip road at the Looe Mills Junction;

“tip of the nosing” means the first point where emtry slip road joins the carriageway of a
trunk road or the last point where an exit slipdrteaves the carriageway of a trunk road,;
“the period of danger” means the period startin@@01 hours on Monday 4th November
2013 and ending when the said likelihood of damgerended;

and a reference to an article followed by a nunberreference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 4, 5 and 6, megumeshall, during the period of danger:

(a) drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 48swkr hour on the first length of the
A38;

(b) cause or permit any vehicle to enter or proceethersecond length of the A38.

4. The provisions of article 3 shall apply only dgrisuch times and to such extent as shall from
time to time be indicated by traffic signs and Ehat apply to:

(a) a vehicle being used for police, fire and resauthority or ambulance purposes;
(b) anything done at the direction of, or with tfegmission of, a constable.

5. The provisions of article 3(b) shall not apply dovehicle being used for traffic officer
purposes or for winter maintenance purposes.

6. No speed limit imposed by this order applies thisles falling within regulation 3(4) of the
Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variatard Amendment) Regulations 2011 when
used in accordance with regulation 3(5) of thosguRsions.
