The A63 Trunk Road and the A1033 Trunk Road (Daltry Street

The Secretary of State for Transport, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 1(1) and 2(1) and (2)
of, and paragraph 27(1) of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), makes the following
Order, in the East Riding of Yorkshire:

1. This Order may be cited as the A63 Trunk Road and the A1033 Trunk Road (Daltry Street Flyover to
Salt End Roundabout) (24-Hours Clearway) Order 2004 (Amendment) Order 2014, and shall come into
force on 31st January 2014.

2. The A63 Trunk Road and the A1033 Trunk Road (Daltry Street Flyover to Salt End Roundabout) (24-
Hours Clearway) Order 2004(b) is hereby amended as follows: -

(i) Article 2 is amended by inclusion of the following definitions:

“the verge” means any part of the trunk road, a slip road or a layby which is not a carriageway; and

“footway” means a way comprised in a highway which also comprises a carriageway, being a way
over which the public have a right of way on foot only.

(i1) Article 3(a) is amended to include reference to the verge and footway as follows:

(a) wait at any time on any part of the trunk road, a slip road, the verge or a footway except
the layby.
